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How to get a good passport photo
This video provides advice on how to get a good passport photo.
There are a few important dos and don’ts to keep in mind.
Do ask someone to be your photographer.
Ensure your photo is taken in full colour.
Make sure the photo is clear and in focus and avoid shadows.
Don't apply filters or retouch your photo; or wear head, hair or face accessories, such as glasses, hats or jewellery, that obscure any part of your face.
You can wear a religious covering in your passport photo if you usually wear one.
It must be plain, without patterns.
It must be worn so your whole face is visible – from the bottom of the chin to the top of the forehead.
The edges of your face on either side must also be visible.
Glasses can't be worn unless you have a medical reason, which prevents you taking off your glasses for the photo.
Your eyes must be visible.
Hearing aids can be worn.
Now that we’ve covered the dos and don’ts, you’re ready to begin.
Stand in front of a plain white or light-coloured background.
You should stand about half a metre from the background and the photographer should stand one and a half metres away from you.
Avoid shadows by making sure the light is behind the photographer.
Look at the camera straight-on, with a neutral expression.
Your head should not be tilted.
Make sure your whole face and shoulders are inside the frame.
Leave some space around the edge.
